My son Sean found a Lionel set
under the tree one year and enjoyed
it. He’s busy these days getting
himself established. Sophia has
been busy with the Moon Mountain
Railway and enjoys that.

Our focus is now
turned to the inside of the house
where we can work on cars and
structures in comparative comfort.
