4. Do you have a turnout, crossing, crossover, etc. These
must be properly ballasted and installed on proper roadbed.
(commercia trackage may be used).

5. Installed trackage must be properly wired so that two trains
can be operated simultaneously. (double track main, single
track main with sidings, and block or command control).

6. Provide one additional electrical feature such as power
operated turnouts, signaling, turnout indication. lighted
buildings, etc.

If you can answer yes to these requirements then you
have completed the requirements for the Golden Spike
Award.
